Scheme of Work for Art

Unit 4A - Viewpoints

Background Information:

The class consists of 24 mixed ability year 3 pupils.  The work will be mostly taken from the QCA scheme of work unit 4A – Viewpoints.  The unit follows previous work done in the autumn term on unit 4B – Take a Seat, which focused on ideas and designing chairs.  Unit 4A builds upon work done in unit 2A where pupils used photographic and print making techniques to record observations of an event.

Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The art lessons will take place on a Friday afternoon after lunch break and guided reading.  The first session will last from 13:30-14:15 and the second session will recommence after break from 14:30 – 15:15.

The lessons will last approximately 1 ½ hours for 6 weeks, totaling 9 hours.
Links to the National Curriculum Programme of Study:

This unit lays the foundations for unit 6A – People in action where pupils are asked to show ways of conveying movement in their work using different artistic forms.  The following points for KS2 Art from the National Curriculum will be covered by this unit:

Exploring and developing ideas 
1)  Pupils should be taught to:
a)  record from experience and imagination, to select and record from firsthand observation and to explore ideas for different purposes
b)  question and make thoughtful observations about starting points and select ideas to use in their work
c)   collect visual and other information  [
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for example, images, materials]  to help them develop their ideas, including using a sketchbook. 
Investigating and making art, craft and design 

2)  Pupils should be taught to:
a)  investigate and combine visual and tactile qualities of materials and processes and to match these qualities to the purpose of the work
b)  apply their experience of materials and processes, including drawing, developing their control of tools and techniques
c)  use a variety of methods and approaches to communicate observations, ideas and feelings, and to design and make images and artefacts.

3)  Pupils should be taught to:
a)  compare ideas, methods and approaches in their own and others' work and say what they think and feel about them
b)  adapt their work according to their views and describe how they might develop it further.

4)  Pupils should be taught about:
a)  visual and tactile elements, including colour, pattern and texture, line and tone, shape, form and space, and how these elements can be combined and organised for different purposes
Breadth of study 

5)  During the key stage, pupils should be taught the  Knowledge, skills and understanding  through:

for example, themselves, their experiences, images, stories, drama, music, natural and made objects and environments[image: image3.png]

b)  working on their own, and collaborating with others, on projects in two and three dimensions and on different scales
c)   using a range of materials and processes, including ICT  [[image: image4.png]


for example, painting, collage, print making, digital media, textiles, sculpture[image: image5.png]

Opportunities to Use ICT:

The work in week 4 will involve taking digital photographs with a digital camera.  These images will then have to be altered and edited before printing.  Within week one the use of other media such as video is also incorporated within the unit.

Cross-Curricular Links:

The unit fits in well with Geography Unit 21 which looks at the view from a window and how this can change.

Key Vocabulary to be Introduced:

In this unit children will have the opportunity to use words and phrases related to:

· Surfaces and textures of building materials including; polished, matt, weathered

· Tone and lighting

· Viewpoints and angles

· Figurative and abstract images

· Monochrome and multi-coloured print

· Relief print, collograph (card block print)

Outcomes

The work will be assessed using the standard objective recording sheet.

Work will be displayed in a large mounted book, possibly with examples on the wall depending upon space.

View-points
	To be able to compare and comment on how visual and other effects are used to convey ideas and feelings in dream images.

To be able to record their own ideas using a variety of forms.
	Week 1:

Whole Class Work -

Share with class the purpose of dream investigation. 

Look at examples of dreams in videos.  For each one list on board with whole class feedback, visual effects used, what pupils heard, costumes/props, filming techniques (inc lighting and angles) and the effect all these have.

Paired work - 

Children to discuss own dreams (if subject too sensitive for some they may talk about dreams they would like to have).  

Individual work –

Children to record their dreams in varying ways;

Writing as a story, as a sequence of images, as a collage, as a play.

	To be able to record observations about the built environment surrounding them.

To develop ideas using observations and recordings.
	Week 2: 

Whole Class Work –

Remind children of effects used in dream visualization.

Discuss with children how the school could be used as a setting for a dream, highlight use of angles and viewpoints.  Also consider use of materials and effects.

Individual work – 

Children to make viewfinders of varying shapes and sizes.

Table Group work – 

3 tables to look around room for viewpoints, one group at a time to be taken with CSA around school to find unusual viewpoints.  

Viewpoints are to be sketched into books as possible settings for dream.

(Extension of redrawing scenes in varying weathers or time of day)

	Week 3: 

Table Group Work –

Children to agree upon a dream story to create.

Groups to combine a list of visual information and story facts (setting, characters, costumes / props effects).

Story to be written down and recorded by more able pupils.

Groups to create an annotated visual plan of story in four or five sections for photographing once completed.

(Extension of looking at how different colour usage will effect the dream)

	To experiment with photographing to achieve the chosen plan.

To develop the design of an image to convey a more suitable atmosphere.
	Week 4:

Table Group Work –

Upon completion of storyboard to satisfactory level children are to arrange everything they need for photographing their scenes.

Children must have considered viewpoints, angles, materials and lighting before commencing.

One group at a time is to work with CSA and photograph their scene.

Individual Work – (may be carried out while waiting to photograph)

Children to choose one of their photographs and develop a design from it using limited colour.  Children must consider how they will convey atmosphere using artistic techniques (shape, composition and tone).

Design to be converted into template for printing.

	To be able make a series of prints using different techniques.

To develop ideas based upon outcomes.
	Week 5:

Whole Class Work –

Demonstrate and discuss printing methods (either card block or professional tool) including overprinting and use of more than one colour.

Individual work –

Children to construct own printing set using own design.  

Children should then explore the effects of printing using colours and overlaying techniques to achieve desired atmosphere.

	Week 6:

Whole Class Work – 

Showing and discussion of the work of artists who use dreams in their work.

Encourage modification of their own designs by changing viewpoints or by using shape and tone.

Individual Work –

Children to finish and improve their own work.

Encourage use of different techniques to generate new ideas.

Work will be displayed in a book format when completed to ensure children’s work is available to other classes and the pupils themselves
