Scheme of Work for ICT

Unit 3B – Manipulating Sound

Background Information:

The class consists of 24 mixed ability year 3 pupils.  The work will mostly be taken from the QCA Scheme of Work Unit 3B – Manipulating Sound.  The unit follows on from work done in unit 3D – Exploring Simulations where pupils were able to see how ICT can be used to represent real life situations as in music composition. There is a classroom assistant available to help with either the teaching of this unit or the RE unit.

Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The ICT sessions take place on a Monday evening after guided reading.  They are shared with the teaching of Religious Education and the class is split in two to enable resources to be shared.  The first half will take part in a lesson from 13:30 – 14:15 and the second half of the class will take part in the lesson from 14:30 – 15:15 (see scheme for blocked sessions).

The lessons therefore last approximately 45 minutes for 5 weeks, totaling 3 hrs 45 min.

Pupils’ Previous Experiences:

According to school targets 82% of pupils should be at a minimum of level 2 with half of these being at level 3.  According to July assessments the majority of pupils are nearly succeeding this target and so planning will be done at the appropriate level.

	To be able to select, interpret and organise sounds.

To be able to record and locate sounds.
	Week 2+Week 3 – Sprites+Wizards as 1st group / Gnomes+Goblins 2nd

(The ICT activities will be split into table groups with one group taking an activity in the first week and then swapping activities in the second week.)

Group Activity One –

Children investigate musical cards and have to find appropriate sound on keyboard.  

Sounds discovered are then described using music expression cards and recorded on group investigation sheet.

Children to choose a mood card from the sheet and attempt to find a sound that symbolises it.  Group challenge of how many can they find?

Group Activity Two – 

Group to discuss families of instruments using information books given.  Then to investigate examples of the sounds from classroom instruments and a CD-ROM.

Working as a group children then find an example of an instrument from each family, they describe the instrument name and family it’s from on a numbered card.  The appropriate sound is then recorded onto tape and instrument may be drawn on the card.  Group challenge of how many instruments can they find?

	Week 4:  - Whole Class ICT Week, No RE

Whole Class Work Part One – 

Demonstration of ‘Compose World Jnr’ musical ICT tool.  Each picture is played and class discuss the mood and musical qualities of the sound.  These are recorded on board.

Class chooses four pictures they think will fit together to create a musical sequence.  

Lyrics are suggested to fit in with the melody.  Sequence is looped appropriate amount of times.  The song is rehearsed and recorded.

Whole Class Work Part Two – (after break)

Table groups take it in turns to choose percussion and improvise along with recorded song.

Rhythmic pattern is identified and structured percussion is recorded.

Class discussion on live performances against computer sequence.
