Scheme of Work for Art
Unit 5C – Talking Textiles

Background Information:

The class consists of 29 mixed ability pupils (16 girls, 13 boys).  The work will mostly be taken from unit 5C of the QCA schemes of work.  The unit builds on other QCA units, 1B, 2B and 3B (materials, design and patterns respectively).  I will be teaching the first three weeks of the unit and the class teacher will be finishing off the work in the remaining 3 weeks of term.
Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The lessons will take place after the half term of the practice and will run for three weekly Wednesday sessions from 13:00 – 14:00.  This totals three hours of teaching time.
Links to the National Curriculum Programme of Study:

The work conducted in this unit fulfills all of the aspects of the Art NC.
Opportunities to Use ICT:

Use of internet to research textile skills and examples.
Cross-Curricular Links:

The unit links with historical aspects of Art as methods of story / history keeping are looked at in week 1.  There is also a strong link with PSHE and English aspects concerning teamwork, use of technical vocabulary and organisation / leadership roles.
Key Vocabulary to be Introduced:

In this unit children will have an opportunity to use words and phrases related to:

•
visual and tactile qualities, eg shiny, scaly

•
drawing skills, eg outline, mark making

•
making skills, eg glueing, stitching

•
composition, eg arrangement of shapes, colours, lines, background, foreground

Outcomes
The work will be assessed using the standard summative assessment sheets based upon the objectives as described within this scheme of work.  The schools unit assessment grid will also be filled in at the end of the teaching of this unit.  Individual assessment opportunities will be carried out as described on the plan for each week and children’s assessment will be carried out through observation in each lesson.

	Week 7:
Whole class introduction to topic – look at famous textiles (bayeux tapestry, greek vases, Egyptian tombs. 

Look at illustrations in books – what do these have in common? (get across a story) What strategies and techniques do they use?  What is the difference between words in a story, pictures and imagination, how do they complement each other?

Decide which story as a class we wish to use – read it through – what visuals jump out at us (make class list).  Run through different methods of textile creation (split panel, banner, 3D etc).  What sounds can we incorporate?

Children to start producing images from the story within a variety of drawn forms in idea storming for their textile work.  Discuss ideas.

Children to be shown and practice textile creation skills.  Whilst doing this they should look at how these can be used to make the class textile.  To be organised in a carousel fashion.
Discuss the practicalities and use of skills – think about product at home.
