Scheme of Work for Geography
Unit 13 – A contrasting UK locality – Flatford Mills

Background Information:

The class consists of 29 mixed ability pupils (16 girls, 13 boys).  The work is mostly taken from the QCA Unit 13 Scheme of work – a contrasting UK locality.  The work will focus on the localities of Flatford Mill and Hull.  The resources are mostly taken from the Geographical Association’s published material on Flatford.  
Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The geography lessons will take place during weeks 2-5 before half term on a Monday afternoon from 13:15 – 14:15.  This will create a total of 5 hours teaching time for this subject.

There will be a continuous opportunity throughout the teaching of this module for children to research information about FM using the internet.  During week six in particular children will have to opportunity to print pictures and use word processing packages to record and present this information.

The use of databases also incorporate mathematics and ICT into the unit.  PSHE work on different viewpoints will also be linked in with the unit.

	Unit 13 – A contrasting UK Locality,  Flatford Mills
Location / Features


	To use geographical questions that develop awareness of how places relate to each other.
To use and interpret atlases and maps.

To identify main physical and human features using secondary sources.


	Week Two:
Whole group introduction – Introduce topic of contrasting localities, what does this mean?  What are some of the things we might investigate?  

Small group work  - Children to locate position of Flatford Mills and Hull on their maps.  Children note the position of FM in relation to large roads, railways and routes.  Can the children play a route from Hull to FM? – overview of coordinates and directions.

Children to use the photos and FM information pack to brainstorm info about FM using the following headings: buildings, landscape, economic activity and leisure.

Whole class discussion of findings.

	Week Three, May Bank Holiday – No Lessons


	Economics / Land Use
	To be able to identify land use within the locality.

To develop an awareness of economic activities.
To collect, record and analyse data.
	Week Four:
Hand out info and pictures again.  Whole class discussion of the different types of buildings and jobs.  What are the main types? (industry, housing, farming, tourism etc).

Introduce the terms primary, secondary and tertiary, in groups children list the economic activities of FM underneath these headings.  
Whole class discussion of which of these the children would most like to be involved in (either in Hull or FM).

Children in pairs create a map of the FM using a key of land use and economic activity.

Discuss how the different elements of the map are organised and why they think this.

	Peoples effect on the environment


	To know how the features of localities influence the nature and location of human activities.

To be aware of how people affect the environment.

To discuss views about two contrasting localities and consider different viewpoints.


	Week Five:
Whole class discussion of how the features looked at in the preceding weeks affect the nature and location of human activities in the town.  What do we think they do in their spare time?
How are the different people in the town affected by the features and how do they affect the features?  Split class up into four chosen groups and each one composes their own viewpoint on a local issue.  Children to present arguments using maps, information, data and observations form the secondary sources given.
As a class we listen to the viewpoints presented and discuss possible solutions.  How are these viewpoints similar to viewpoints on local issues in hull?  How are they the same?  

Discuss the overall effect of features upon where places are formed and their main people use.

	Week Six:
Whole Class discussion:  children are to identify the main differences between FM and Hull and record these in their books.  But we cant just take our word for it, we need some evidence to back it up and a way to show this to others.

Split class into groups looking at different elements (land use, economic activity, buildings, environment) and lead them into creating a class book that compares and contrasts Hull and FM.  They are to use databases to back up their opinions with physical data.

Class discussion of the findings, reading out of main findings.
