Scheme of Work for History
Unit 12 – Victorians, a life of change
Background Information:

The class consists of 29 mixed ability pupils (16 girls, 13 boys).  The work is mostly taken from unit 12 of the QCA schemes.  In the last half of the spring term the children have done work on unit 11 – Victorian children.  The first half of the unit will be taught by myself and the second half will be taught by the class teacher.
Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The lessons will take place weekly after half term.  They are timetabled for a Monday evening from 13:00 – 14:00 and will be taught by me for three weeks consisting of 3 hours total teaching time.
Links to the National Curriculum Programme of Study:

The work conducted in this unit covers all of the main broad criteria within the NC but in particular incorporates the following:
Local history study

Opportunities to Use ICT:

Week 1 – Reading databases (printed out from the screen)
Weeks 2 and 3 – Single computer research available using the internet
Cross-Curricular Links:

The census work links in with work being conducted in both Mathematics and ICT on databases and data handling.  The work in week 3 may also be linked with persuasive writing in English as children attempt to convince others of an opinion.
Key Vocabulary to be Introduced:

The following words will be introduced in this unit:




- Words associated with local history studies, eg census, trade directory, street 


directory, locality

- Words associated with industrialisation, eg mechanisation, urbanisation, 
public health

- Words associated with transport
Outcomes
The work will be assessed using the standard summative assessment sheets based upon the objectives as described within this scheme of work.  The schools unit assessment grid will also be filled in at the end of the teaching of this unit.  Individual assessment opportunities will be carried out as described on the plan for each week and children’s assessment will be carried out through observation in each lesson.

Census
	To find out more about the past from census returns.

To select and record information relevant to the Victorian topic.
	Week 7:
Whole Class Discussion - Who lived in this area in 1841 (find on timeline)?  Does anyone’s families come from around here?  How might we find out?

Highlight idea of census and discuss what they are.

Hand out 1841 census and in pairs children are to discuss its use – bring back and collate ideas.  Children then individually write out the headings.

Children to record the name and one other piece of data.  What conclusions can we draw from the data collected?  Draw a graph from the data to aid visual interpretation.
Discuss and display graphs.

	Change
	To be able to make comparisons that illustrate change within Victorian times.

To be able to give suggested reasons for these changes.


	Week 8:
Introduce objectives of investigating change to class.
Hand out 1981 census and get children to look at the same data as used last week.  Children to list their main findings.

Whole class discussion – What has changed since 1841? Encourage speculation on reasons for this change from children’s own knowledge.  Some children may use research tools to help.

Children to create a before and after poster concerning the census results.

Discuss posters and facts known / researched.

	Transport and industry
	To identify characteristic features of Victorian transport and industry.

To communicate their understanding of advantages and disadvantages of a topic.

 
	Week 9:

Share objectives of looking at transport and industry with class.

Show children some pictures of transport and industry from Victorian times.

In pairs children are to list some of the main changes that may have occurred at a national level (allow books to be used as extras).

Now pass around some pictures from the local area and ask children to detail some of the changes from these.  Looking at these pictures children are to describe whether they think transport or industry changes were most important to their area.
Split the class and allow time for research / preparation, half of the class support transport and half industry – lead debate on importance.
