Scheme of Work for Music

Lively Music Section One – Unit 2, Exploring Percussion

Background Information:

The class consists of 24 mixed ability year 3 pupils.  The work is mostly taken from ‘Heinemann Educational: lively music’ Unit 2 – Exploring percussion.  It follows on from work done in Unit 1 which covered ‘finding the beat’ and leads on to whole class composition using appropriate instruments.  

Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The music lessons take place on a Monday afternoon final session after break.  It should be noted that these sessions may start late because of PE swimming sessions.  If on time the lessons will run for 6 weeks from 14:30 – 15:15, totaling approximately 4 ½  hours.

Links to the National Curriculum Programme of Study:

The following aspects of the National Curriculum will be covered by this unit:
Controlling sounds through singing and playing performing skills 

1)  Pupils should be taught how to:
a)  sing songs, in unison and two parts, with clear diction, control of pitch, a sense of phrase and musical expression
b)  play tuned and untuned instruments with control and rhythmic accuracy
c)  practise, rehearse and present performances with an awareness of the audience.
Creating and developing musical ideas composing skills 

2)  Pupils should be taught how to:
a)  improvise, developing rhythmic and melodic material when performing
b)  explore, choose, combine and organise musical ideas within musical structures.
Responding and reviewing appraising skills 

3)  Pupils should be taught how to:
a)  analyse and compare sounds

b)  explore and explain their own ideas and feelings about music using movement, dance, expressive language and musical vocabulary
c)  improve their own and others' work in relation to its intended effect.
Listening, and applying knowledge and understanding 

4)  Pupils should be taught:
a)  to listen with attention to detail and to internalise and recall sounds with increasing aural memory
b)   how the combined musical elements of pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture and silence can be organised within musical structures  [
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for example, ostinato]  and used to communicate different moods and effects 
Breadth of study 

5)  During the key stage, pupils should be taught the  Knowledge, skills and understanding  through:
a)  a range of musical activities that integrate performing, composing and appraising
c)  working on their own, in groups of different sizes and as a class 

e)   a range of live and recorded music from different times and cultures  [[image: image2.png]


for example, from the British Isles, from classical, folk and popular genres, by wellknown composers and performers[image: image3.png]

Opportunities to Use ICT:

The use of a cassette recorder may be used to record class compositions and singing.

Cross-Curricular Links:

The unit fits in well with the ICT unit running alongside entitled ‘Manipulating Sound’.  The work on percussion will help the children in composing and recording sounds.

Key Vocabulary to be Introduced:

The following terms will need to be known by the pupils:

· Timbre (quality of sound)

· A variety of percussion instruments proper names (maracas, woodblock, claves)

· Graphic scoring (symbols for sounds in week 2)

· Duration (week 3)

· Texture of sound (week 3)

· Composing (week 5)

Outcomes

The work will be assessed using the standard objective recording sheet.

Work will be recorded for assessment using a cassette recorder or microphone.

	Unit 2 –

To explore the sound quality of some percussion instruments.

To learn the names of percussion instruments and understand percussion.


	Week 1:

Reiteration of learnt objectives for reinforcement before progression.

Whole Class Work (20 mins)– 

Play the bean bag game with percussion instruments and beaters in a class circle.  Take one word descriptions of the sound after each play.

Ten minutes in switch the descriptions to become instructions of how to play the sound.

Paired Work (15 mins)– 

Pairs are allowed one percussion instrument to make as many sounds with as possible using different beaters / hands / objects / methods.

Whole Class Work (10 mins) – 

Back on carpet demonstrate different sounds of instruments.  Assess knowledge of instrument names at same time.

Instigate discussion to define percussion.

Can children create unique sounds from the instruments?

Are percussion instruments names known and is suitable definition created?

	
	To investigate the timbre of percussion instruments.

To be able to see the link between sounds and written symbols.


	Week 2: 

Whole Class Work (10 mins)–

Play the bean bag game again.  Develop questioning e.g. ‘Why is the sound different when played like that?’

Lay instruments out and ensure names are known by asking for silent fingers to point out correct instrument.

(15 mins) – Graphic Scoring, share term with children

Show four musical symbol cards.  Play relevant sounds twice then ask children to match up sound to symbol.  Discuss different answers.

Play varying sounds and get children to create own symbols on whiteboards. (Point out not drawing instruments but sounds).

Reverse the activity and try to create a sound using child created symbols.

(20 mins) – Graphical Composing

As class get four children to play four sounds drawn on board in turn.  Challenge children to make better sounds and record using their own graphics symbols.

Paired Work – children create own four step sound effects and record them

Children can then perform their own compositions to another pair and discuss how to improve it.

	To be able to learn a song and add actions and sound effects.

To be introduced to a range of percussion instruments from around the world.
	Week 3: 

Whole Class Work (10 mins) – 

Listen to tape of ‘An Austrian went yodelling’ with children.  Discuss song lyrics and how verses build up.

Practice song with actions on each verse. Emphasise key verse words.

Getting children to add sound effects (10 mins) - 

Display percussion instruments, which instrument for which verse?

Try them out and give chance for improving choice, run through again.

If needed split verses into table groups for assessment purposes.

Classifying Sounds (10 mins) – 

Play hoop game where instruments are played and laid into like sounding hoops by children.  Discuss all disagreements using musical terms such as texture, timbre, duration.

Table / Individual work - Percussion from other countries (15 mins)

Play music tape of different percussion instruments.

Discuss the sounds of each of the instruments and get class to describe what they think the instruments look like.

Hand out drawing sheet 7 to symbolize musical patterns from tape.

	To be able to create and play a percussion accompaniment to a song.

To listen to and talk about instruments from other countries.
	Week 4:

Whole Class Work (25 mins)- 

Refamiliarise children with Austrian song.  Share with children that percussion accompaniment is now going to be made for the song (not the same as sound effects).

Identify ‘1,2,3’ beat in song and play using knees, hands and fingers.

Choose instruments for each beat and choose two children to play each instrument.  Rehearse several times with rest of class accompanying with body percussion.

Swap children around to avoid disappointment.

Discuss extra texture that has been given to the song by accompaniment.

Table / Individual work (20 mins) –

Hand out sheet 6 detailing foreign percussion.  Play Track 10 from tape.

Invite discussion on which instruments they remember or are similar to instruments used in class.

What types of sound are made from which shaped instrument?

Fill in opinion boxes from sheet and colour according to instrument material.

As an extension give a unique sound and ask them to draw instrument.

Is percussion accompaniment suitable and in time?

Are children able to recognize different instruments?

	
	To be able to compose a short piece of music using percussion instruments.

To be able to discuss the effects of percussion in an orchestral piece.  
	Week 5:

Whole Class Work (20 minutes)–

Discuss composing with the class.  Initiate idea of a frosty morning, gather phrases from class to describe this e.g. freezing cold, icicles, spiky grass.

Get children to one by one make a sound from the list using percussion.

Arrange the sections into a structured piece of music.

Discuss the finished scene and how it represents the weather.

Table group Work (15 minutes) – 

Get each table to choose their own weather scene and then to recreate it using percussion instruments. 

Children then play their scene in front of the class for them to guess what scene it is.  

Extension of attempting to record their percussion piece.

Whole Class Work (10 mins) – 

Play track 11, a classical piece by Kabelevsky.  Discuss opinions.

Play again, this time with what they think is happening.

Discuss the types of percussion the children can hear and what effect this has on the music.

Play again with children miming their favourite percussion bit.

Tell children to listen out for percussion in music at home and to think of why it’s been included in the musical piece.
