Scheme of Work for RE

Unit 3.1 - Rituals

Background Information:

The class consists of 24 mixed ability year 3 pupils.  The work will mostly be taken from the East Riding of Yorkshire Council Scheme of Work Unit 3.1. – Rituals in my life and the lives of others.  The unit builds upon work done in Unit 2.1 – What makes a family.  There is a classroom assistant available to help with either the teaching of this unit or the ICT unit.
Frequency and Duration of Lessons:

The RE sessions take place on a Monday afternoon after guided reading.They are shared with the teaching of ICT and the class is split in two to enable resources to be shared. The first half will take part in a lesson from 13:30 – 14:15 and the second half of the class will take part in the lesson from 14:30 – 15:15 (see scheme for blocked sessions).

The lessons therefore last approximately 45 minutes for 5 weeks, totaling 3 hrs 45 min.
Links to the National Curriculum Programme of Study:

The National Curriculum has no statutory guidelines or requirements for this unit.  Instead the work will be based upon the Rituals, Ceremonies and People strands of the East Riding and Yorkshire Council RE Syllabus.

Opportunities to Use ICT:

Week 3 – Video on religious ceremony to be watched.

Key Vocabulary to be Introduced:

The vocabulary within this unit will focus on topics such as:

· Personal and shared beliefs

· Food

· Symbols

· Artifacts

· Traditions

· Rituals (associated with specific faiths and religious leaders)

Outcomes

The work will be assessed using the standard objective recording sheet.

If possible an assembly will be carried out discussing a religious ritual through character role-play.

Whole group - Introduce the word ‘Ritual’ and discuss its meaning.

Paired Work – Discuss a typical week in your life and think about what could be described as a ritual in their lives.  Fill in section on rituals sheet.

Get children to choose one thing that is a ritual for them and represent it on their sheet.

	Week 3: Gnomes + Goblins as first group / Sprites +  Wizards second

Whole Group –  Watch religious ceremony on video and investigate ceremony pictures.

Paired Work – List and describe / picture the rituals involved within the observed ceremony. Record on rituals sheet.

Discuss what they think the purposes of the rituals are.

Contrast own rituals with those observed, what are the similarities or differences?

Whole Group – Discuss which people are involved in those rituals.

Individual Work – Record one person involved in ritual and their role.

(Homework activity of arranging questions to be given to visiting person)

	Week 5: - Whole Class Work with visitor, no ICT

(Children are to have questions concerning rituals prepared for this lesson.)

Whole Class – Discussion to be led by local religious leader.

Points for discussion - 
Their personal rituals




The symbols they wear and use




What their role in the community is

Questions to be posed by children to visitor.

Individual / Paired Activities - 

Children to identify one symbol or artifact and produce an information sheet on it for inclusion in a book.

Children to describe how visitor works with the local community in form of a newspaper article.

(Homework for children to choose their own artefact from their own ritual)

	Week 6: Gnomes + Goblins as first group / Sprites +  Wizards second

Whole Group Discussion – 

Group to look at artefacts brought in and described by others.  Especially to look at how artifacts are used within rituals in own lives.  Then consider how important each of the artifacts is to themselves and others.

Paired Work – 

Children to make a paired ‘web of belonging’ which highlights the groups the child is involved in, the specific role the leader of each group is concerned with and the qualities they need to achieve this.

Use symbols previously looked at or create new ones to illustrate the web.

Whole group Discussion – 

Discuss what kind of groups the children have detailed and which kind they haven’t.  

Discuss the different roles of leaders detailed by the web, create a group list of qualities in leaders.
